X Tenant Eviction: There is no cover for claims where you
fail to provide evidence that you successfully completed a
tenant reference on the tenant (and guarantor if required)
prior to the start of the tenancy agreement or where the
tenancy agreement started more than 31 days after the
tenant reference.

X Conflicts: We will not cover any claims relating to disputes
between persons insured under this policy; nor any costs
covered by another insurance policy.

X Approved Costs: We will not cover any advisers’ costs or
any other costs and expenses incurred which have not
been agreed in advance or are above those for which we
have given our prior written approval.

Are there any restrictions on cover?

! Qualifying period: There is a 90 day qualifying period
from the start of your policy for claims for Tenant
Eviction. We will not cover any incidents arising within
this time.

Your own advisers’ costs: Once court proceedings are
issued, or in the event that a conflict of interest arises;
you'’re welcome to use your own legal representative,
but we won’t cover any costs in excess of our standard
advisers’ rates.

Withdrawn claims: If you withdraw from the legal
action without our consent, you’re responsible for any
advisers’ costs.

Where am I covered?
' Claims which arise, or where proceedings are brought in the United Kingdom.

What are my obligations?

* You must notify claims as soon as possible once you become aware of the insured event and within no more than 45 days of you becoming
aware of the insured event.

* You must supply, at your own expense, all of the information which we reasonably require to decide whether a claim may be accepted.

* You shall supply all information requested by the adviser and us.
+ You must gain our consent before incurring any legal advisers’ costs.

When and how do I pay?

You can pay for your insurance in one lump sum with a debit / credit card.

When does the policy start and end?

The start and end dates of your policy are shown on your policy schedule. We will contact you before your renewal date and before taking
payment to confirm your renewal terms.

How do I cancel the policy?

You can cancel the policy at any time by contacting the party that sold this insurance policy to you.
If you cancel the policy within 14 days of taking out this insurance and you have not made a claim the premium will be refunded.
